





Starting in 6th Grade, we use the Cambridge Programme as the foundation of
our curriculum. Grades 9 and 10 are intensive course programs, leading into
the International General Certificate of Secondary Education (IGCSE) at the
end of Grade 10. In addition, all students can take the MSA (Mittlerer Schul-
abschluss) as a German equivalent. Both leaving certificates allow students to
enter vocational training programs in Germany as well as abroad and serve as
a means of testing the abilities of individual students, who aim to complete the
IB Diploma in Grades 11 and 12.

Due to its demanding requirements, the Grade 11 and 12 IB Diploma is con-
sidered to be amongst the most comprehensive and, therefore, most respected
secondary school curricula. The best universities around the world welcome
students with this educational background and an IB Diploma, as graduates
are well prepared to meet the challenges of the 21st century.

We see the responsibility of our teaching reaching beyond the borders of the
classroom and strive to accomplish this by offering a challenging and fun
whole-day school program. In the afternoon, we offer a Co-Curricula Educatio-
nal Program until 6:00pm, where students can participate in clubs, workshops
or simply play with their friends. The program is an essential component for
a well-rounded education and gives each student the opportunity to discover
talents or explore interests and hobbies.
